New Background Check
Policy

(This is a repeat from our last edition.
We wanted to make sure you were aware
of the policy change.)

In order to better keep your
children safe, the Utah legislature
passed a new law requiring regional
background checks and
fingerprinting for any volunteer
that will be given significant
unsupervised access to students.
This can be done through the school
district at our district office and
should be completed at least 30
days before the field trip. The cost is
$55 and the background check is
good for a lifetime.

We recognize that this could have a
significant financial impact on our
volunteers. In order to help with
this, we have implemented a few new
policies.

1. Parent volunteers will work in the
classrooms instead of the hallways
unless they have completed a new
background check. This way
parents will not need to complete
the new background check.

2. During most field trips, classes will
stay together so parents will not
have to complete the new
background check. (If field trip
volunteers will need this
background check, you will be
notified ahead of time.)

3. If you are interested, we encourage

you to get this background check
