We have two new and exciting changes to introduce to you!

1) A new way to fill out Free and Reduced applications! We now have an online Free and Reduced application feature. The parents
can go to our web page and select Free and Reduced On-Line application and fill out the Free and Reduced form online! No more
printing out the application and submitting it! The new online feature walks them thru each step of the form. Once submitted online,
the Nutrition Services Department will review it and send it thru to process.

2) We have removed the processing fee (was 4.75%) for parents making online payments through Mypaymentsplus.com (formerly
MealpayPlus.com) for their student's meals! Once the parent is registered, they can track student meal balances, set up low balance
alerts and make payments with no fees! This site is absolutely free for parents to better manage their student's meal account.
