Your  printer  might  not  print  the  
same  way  our  printers  do,  so  
make  sure  to  try  a  couple  of  test  
prints.  If  things  aren’t  aligning  
quite  right,  experiment  with  the  
Scale  to  Fit  Paper  seCng.  It’s  
located  in  the  Print  dialog  –  just  
click  Full  Page  Slides  to  get  to  it.

They  are  
really  light,  but  if  you  don’t  like  
them  showing  on  your  
brochure,  click  View,  Slide  
Master,  and  delete  them  before  
you  print.
