Land Trust funds are given to Meadow every year.

The carry over 
was used to send 5 teachers to the Ron Clark 
Academy to see first hand increased student 
engagement. Land Trust monies support our Step-
Up program, as well as teacher professional 
development and technology. 
 

 
Results of Reading Goal from our 

School Improvement Plan… 
 
Our reading improvement plan was to 
decrease the percentage of students 
reading below benchmark by 10%, 
between January 2014 and May 2015. We 
exceeded our goal by 2%, resulting in a 
12% (88 students) decrease of students 
below reading benchmark school-wide. 
We are very proud of our students who 
worked hard to meet and surpass our goal!
