One of our goals at North Point Elementary is
to have highly qualified faculty. Over 50% of
our teacher have a masters degree and 31% of
our teachers have one or more endorsements in
math, STEM, Sped, ELL, ALL and ASL.

A literacy goal we set for 2019-2020 year was
to have 80% of our first graders to have a
composite score of 155+ or higher on the
Acadience test. By January, 92% of our first
graders had a score of 155+ or higher. We
credit the hard work of our first-grade team, as
well as our coach for this accomplishment.

Although this wasn’t a performance indicator,
it is notable that North Point Elementary had a
95% retention rate for teachers.
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Acadience is a K-3 screener used
to assess student proficiency in
their grade level foundational
literacy skills.
