plan. Our plan is related to our school goals of increasing our reading, writing, and 
math scores.   

The school improvement plan for the school year focused on improving student achievement by:  

 
-Improving student reading skills through the use of the STAR Reading Tutoring Program  
- Aide support to assist in our  teachers in our school-wide Shark Attack Time (a.k.a.— Flex Time) 

-Increasing teacher capacity and effectiveness through attending professional development. Current needs of the students and 
the school are met through targeted workshops, teacher Summer Collaboration time, and half day extended teacher collabo-
ration time two times a year . 
-Increasing student opportunities with technology in the classroom.  Overhead projectors, document cameras, computers 

(Chromebook & iPads), voice enhancement systems, and other technology was purchased from State Land Trust funds.
