School Community Council

The Utah Legislature requires all schools to establish a School Community Council (SCC) to provide input, receive feedback,
and have a stewardship over a number of important school duties. Specifically, the SCC responsibilities include creating a
school improvement plan, assessing student academic needs and managing School Land Trust monies. Alpine Elementary
was allocated $81,000 in the 2019-20 school year. The SCC set two primary student achievement goals in our School
Improvement Plan for the 2019-20 school year: 1) 85% Acadience proficiency for K-3 graders, 2) a 50 median growth
percentile in RISE tests for 4" — 6 graders.
